E           ven if youõve never studied anatomy, if you injure your back you  

immediately become an expert in just how intimately connected your back is 

to your arms and legs, neck and shoulders, hands and feet. Everything  

anywhere near your back hurts.  

In this weekõs gospel text, Jesus deals head-on with a debilitating 

back issue. This story is part tragedy and part hope. Luke is the only Gospel 

writer who records this event in the life of Christ. But Luke, being a  

physician, would have been drawn to a story like this. In three verses he 

tells us that there was a woman who could not stand straight. Lukeõs text 

doesnõt tell us anything else about this woman. We do not know if she was 

rich or poor, a person who lives with ideals or a pariah, someone who was 

honored or ostracized. We do not know her name; we do not know her family 

background. All we know is that she was perceived as one who had endured 

òa spiritó that had crippled her, bent her in half, for the past eighteen years.  

Jesusõ response to this womanõs òbent overó condition appears to 

be a spontaneous moment of overwhelming compassion. Something about 

this woman struck Jesus so strongly that he reacted without hesitation to 

bring a new sense of wholeness to someone who had been looking at the 

ground for a significant portion of her life. 

When all is said and done, we are all bent people. Life can provide 

an endless supply of weights to place upon our backs. Those weights bend 

our body and our souls. This morning we will consider how following Jesus  

ultimately allows us to experience deliverance from those physical and  

spiritual things that weigh us down.
